RULES OF NETIQUETTE
 



 

"Netiquette" refers to Internet etiquette. Netiquette is a combination of the words network and etiquette and is defined as a set of rules for acceptable online behavior. Similarly, online ethics focuses on the acceptable use of online resources in an online social environment.

 

Rule 1: Remember the human.

Never forget that the person reading your mail or posting is, indeed, a person, with feelings that can be hurt.

It's not nice to hurt other people's feelings.

Notify your readers when flaming.

 

Rule 2: Adhere to the same standards of behavior online that you follow in real life.

Be ethical.

Breaking the law is bad Netiquette.
